OUT WITH OLD, IN WITH THE NEW!  Well, not exactly out with the old….but definitely in with the new!  
It’s that time of year again, where we reflect on the happenings of this year and eagerly anticipate 
welcoming in the New Year with our hopes, dreams and aspirations.  Here at Sweet Valley we are 
excited to be welcoming in the new 2007 wines, our 2007 Syrah, Merlot and our inaugural Cabernet 
Sauvignon.   
 
The following notes are from our winemaker, Josh McDaniels, in regards to the Fall Release: 
 
“Now the time has come and Fall Release weekend is upon us.  These three wines, 2007 Syrah, Merlot, 
and our inaugural Cabernet Sauvignon, are the ending of an era (my teenage winemaking years), and 
the beginning of a new one.  It is a time to showcase my potential, my winemaking skills and my ability to 
create some of the best wines in the world (my high, but not impossible, goal).  That potential is what has 
kept me going and as one of my favorite singers said; the best is yet to come (Frank Sinatra).  Every 
year and with every vintage, I build upon the wines of the past.  I hope that you enjoy these wines, and 
that while drinking them you can relive portions of your youth and learn a little bit about my first few years 
of winemaking here in the Walla Walla Valley.  I am very excited to pour our wines for you, finally, and to 
enjoy the fruits of our labor, pun fully intended.”  
 
2007 Cabernet Sauvignon 
This wine is tight, almost like my Dad who runs the financial side of the winery.  Decant this wine to 
reveal the chocolate and earthy aromas.  Imagine venturing into a forest bountiful with berries, shrooms, 
and pine trees with the aromas that might entail.  Then, think about stuffing all of that into your mouth 
with enticing flavors and a mouth feel that is concentrated to the point of a Hiroshima- like eruption all 
over your tongue.  Enjoy now and for years to come. 
 
2007 Syrah 
When reviewing this wine for the tasting notes, I could not stop thinking about breakfast.  Hungry or not, I 
ate this wine up with visions of sugarplums, or just plums, oranges, rhubarb, mushrooms and prosciutto 
that seemingly was dried inside of a cedar lined cigar box.  Silky smooth tannins and ripe fruit round out 
the mouth feel with more orange for acid and bacon fat to cut through the acid.  I’m not saying that you 
should drink it for breakfast, but I’m not saying not to either. 
  
2007 Merlot 
Is this really a Merlot?  Sure it has cherry and strawberry jam notes, but what about the black licorice, 
mint, and spice cake on the nose?  Coming off of that is the cinnamon, apple peel, and caramel to 
combine with soft tannins that enticingly make their way down your throat time after time.  After time, 
damn!
